· Voter registration deadlines vary by state.
· Eligibility requirements generally include:
· U.S. citizenship
· Residency in the state of registration
· Meeting age requirements (typically 18 by Election Day)
· Not being disqualified under state law
Students are responsible for ensuring they meet state-specific eligibility requirements.
Annual Distribution
Alice Lloyd College distributes voter registration information annually to all enrolled students via electronic notification (e.g., student email) in advance of major federal elections.
Documentation of distribution is maintained in accordance with federal compliance and audit standards.
